PUBLIC NOTICE OF APPLICATION for MAKAH TRIBE WATER QUALITY CERTIFICATION UNDER §401 of the MAKAH WATER QUALITY STANDARDS

Interested parties are hereby notified that the US Army Corps of Engineers has submitted applications for repairs to the breakwater structure in Neah Bay, WA. This certification process is in accordance with §401 of the Federal Clean Water Act and the requirements of the Makah Tribe Water Quality Standards.
This notice is not an indication that the Makah Fisheries Management has agreed with the proposed project but is only intended to inform the public of the proposed project and solicit comments from the community members and other interested parties.

EVALUATION: The decision to issue, deny or condition the water quality certification (WQC) or concur with the applicant’s work plan will be based on the following: for WQC, it is necessary for the proposed project to comply with the Federal Clean Water Act and to submit a completed plan for that activity, which will monitor the project’s impact to the environment.
COMMENT AND REVIEW PERIOD: Makah Fisheries Management is soliciting comments from community members, and other interested parties in order to evaluate the impacts of the activity. Makah Fisheries Management will consider all comments in order to determine whether to approve, condition, or deny a certification for the proposed work.

LOCATION:  Breakwater, Neah Bay, WA Straits of Juan De Fuca 
48º 22’ 40.43” N lat. / -124º 36’ 44.42” W long.

DESCRIPTION: The breakwater is a rock structure stretching from the mainland to Waadah Island. The breakwater provides relief to the Makah Tribal lands from severe storms that arrive from the ocean entrance of the Strait of Juan de Fuca. Repairs will consist of replacing lost armor units along the middle 1,500 linear feet of the breakwater. Slopes will be re-established at a 1.5:1 with a 25-foot crest width per the 1978 design memorandum (USACE 1978). Armor rock size will be increased to provide a more stable structure. All work and material transport will be conducted leeward (Neah Bay side) of the breakwater. It is anticipated that the armor units will be brought to the site via supply barge, which will be anchored on the leeward side of the breakwater. Sections of the breakwater have lost armor rock; therefore, repairs are needed to prevent further damage. Failure to complete repairs on the breakwater will result in continued damage to the structure. The weakened breakwater is readily overtopped by large waves and protection is compromised for the existing marina, tribal village, and Coast Guard station.
