· Monitoring Plan

Now into a third year we are reviewing the current water quality monitoring activities for potential improvements and evaluating long term strategies and methods of data collection.  Decisions in rotating some of these water quality stations and implementing a few more data collection systems are at the top of the priority list. By using the watersheds basin locations we can address the specific needs to enhance habitat for salmon rearing or spawning also improving our systems for data collection, analysis, and measuring the point source and non point source impairments within locations. If our scope of work commends an approval we will set our plan in action early this summer. Water quality has made the emphasis from the beginning of this year to automate the monitoring at Sail River and Village creek for the purposes of having continuous data logging systems for stage flows, turbidity and temperature.  

· Non-Point Source (NPS) 

In the month of January several derelict vessels were pulled and demolished and our NPS team helped in haul outs. A few land clearing projects for Journeys also received some much needed assistance only possible because of our recent acquisitions of light to heavy equipments such as the Case 5900 backhoe/front loader, a 10 yd International and an 8 yd Military dump trucks. Projects in participation with Forestry’s are soon to be scheduled from Spur 4 culverts to the 4605 roadway on the 200 mainline. Operations will include ditching, check dams, bank stabilization, and Best Management Practices (BMP’s) a most recent project request is at Bahaada Point a stormwater management and retention plan for surface water runoff and controlling the rainwater’s erosion to the north side of the housing area. Additional staffing was needed to build our capacity in the NPS program, and Billy Noel was hired to be the Water Quality Non-Point Technician 3.
